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 9. GENERAL 
1. The Estate Section (A.H.), Haringhata Farm shall remain the nodal Section for assistance and supervision of the entire proposed sanitation work of the Farm.

2. The cleaning work shall be undertaken as per the frequency of work noted in the above table except on Saturdays, Sundays & Govt. Holidays.

3. If there be any blockage in Sewerage Pipe Line/Latrine/Main Tank, the same must be attended & cleaned on receipt of instruction from Estate Section (AH), Haringhata Farm. If necessary Bamboo “Bakharies” to be used in the Sewerage Line to clear the blockage.

4. Lifting of accumulated water in the soak-pits of the above noted locations should be done regularly when reporting for cleaning of the premises. 

5. Successful party shall have to supply his own Labour, Equipments regularly for performing the cleaning works of the above noted locations/buildings including drains, sewerage systems etc for maintaining proper hygienic condition of the premises and surrounding areas. 

6. The scheduled work shall start in the morning shift from 6 am to 2 pm & the deployed sweepers shall record their daily attendance in the attendance register to be kept under the custody of Estate Section (A.H.), Haringhata Farm.

7. The Contractor shall keep close contact with the Estate Section, Haringhata Farm, regularly and maintain work done register which shall be signed by the respective sections/inhabitants of the quarters on regular basis.     

8. A Complaint Book shall be opened & maintained by the Estate Section, Haringhata Farm, which should be consulted regularly by the successful party.

9. A Record Book is to be maintained regularly to record the Daily or Weekly or By-Weekly works & to be signed by the Sectional Officer/Employee or Occupants of Residential Quarter.

10. Payment shall be made on monthly basis after satisfactory performance of previous month’s work. No part payment shall be made.

11. The authority shall not remain liable under any circumstances in case of any accident in any form and injuries sustained by the contractor labour/sweeper & no compensation shall be paid by the Government.

12. The wages of the labour/sweeper engaged in sanitation work shall have to be borne by the successful party and Government shall have no responsibility for payment of wages/salary to the engaged labours/sweepers of the contractor.

13. Bleaching Powder, Muriatic Acid & other disinfectant will be supplied by the Estate Section, Haringhata Farm, as & when required and instructed by the Estate Section, Haringhata Farm. 

14. The Contractor shall remain responsible to pay for the compensation, as will be determined by the authority, if there be any damage/loss to any Government property at the time of performing the sanitation work by his contractual labour/sweeper.  

15. The successful agency/firm shall remain prepared to undertake sweeping & cleaning of any building/office/area on emergent ground within the Farm campus beyond their scheduled duty timings or on Saturdays/Sundays/holidays. 

16. 18. Picnic Spot: 2(Two) Nos. of Sweepers to be engaged at Picnic Spot during the month of November to February.
19. If for any reason the Office remains closed on the opening date of tender, the same will be received & opened at the above Schedule hours by the aforesaid Officer on the next working date.

20. Interested parties are requested to quote lump rate for all the type quarters area, Office Building & Picnic Spot taking together per month basis inclusive of all charges.
